The references should be put at the bottom of the paper
and typed with «Times New Romany font, size — 14;

(references should be cited according to the Russian state
bibliographic standards (I'OCT 7.1.-2003)). Self-citing
is not encouraged.

[llustrations / diagrams/tables/formulae

Ilustrations should be jpg-formatted.

All illustrations should have picture captions located
under the illustration and containing the number, title
of the illustration and legend keys (if any). The picture
caption should be separated from the illustration, with
center alignment.

The numbers and titles of the tables should be located
above the tables, with center alignment. You may use
«Times New Romany font, size — 12 in the tables.
Formula expressions are written only in a formula
editor (MathType or EquationEditor). In formulae
Latin letters and Greek lowercase letters should be
written in italics while Greek capital letters upright.
Alignment is central. The paper should not end with an
illustration or a table.
